Volunteer Responsibilities
I UNDERSTAND AND AGREE THAT I WILL FILL A VOLUNTEER POSITION AT EVERY
MEET IN WHICH MY CHILD SWIMS. FAILURE TO DO SO MEANS MY CHILD WILL NOT
BE ENTERED INTO THE MEET OR WILL BE STRATCHED FROM REMAINING EVENTS.
Communication
During the swim season, information regarding practice changes, swim meets, activities and
newsletters will be distributed through the family file folders and the information board (dry
erase board located at the front gate of the pool). Every swim team family will have a folder
(alphabetized by last name) that needs to be checked daily. The plastic boxes containing these
files are in front of the coaches’ room during practice. If you have questions regarding the team,
please ask a board member or any of the coaches for assistance. You can also contact board
members by leaving a written note in the file labeled "Piranhas Board" or e-mail at our website.

Swimmers' Evaluation Period
Swimmers will be evaluated from May 5™- May 16™ during practice, to ensure swimmers meet
minimal requirements of:

e Swimming 25 meters (one pool length) unassisted.

e being comfortable in the water
If the Head Coach determines that the team cannot safely support an individual swimmer, the
swimmer/ parent will be notified no later than May 16™ with a full registration refund minus a $20
processing fee and referred to the city swim lesson program.
Swim Meet Signh-up
Swim Meet Entry Forms will be available to all Piranha swimmers. Deadlines will be set for each
meet's sign up. It is the responsibility of the swimmer and parents to sign up prior o the deadline.
Absences and Drops
Part of your registration fee is used to pay for required swimmer insurance, coaching salaries, and
pool usage. Due to these expenses, no refunds will be given for a swimmer who is regularly absent
or voluntarily drops from the team after May 16™. Swimmers dropping by this date will receive a
full refund minus a $40 processing fee.
Mandatory Equipment
During practices, swimmers must come to practice with a swimsuit (of their choice), goggles,
rubber fins and a towel. During meets, swimmers are required to wear the team swimsuit or a plain
royal blue or black suit. This season's swimsuit is named WIRED and is available at Lane Four Swim
Shop. Team members get a 10% discount at Lane Four. The prices at Lane Four are:
